The purpose of compiling this Statistical Yearbook is to provide the official
statistics relative to various business of the Bureau of Labor Insurance.
Categorized by the nature of the business, which are Labor Insurance,
Employment Insurance, Labor Occupational Accident Insurance and
Protection, Labor Pension, Wage Arrears Payment, Farmer Health Insurance,
Farmer Occupational Insurance, Farmer Pension, Welfare Allowance for
Elderly Farmers and National Pension.

The data in this yearbook has been collected until the end of 2023 and
published regularly on a calendar year basis. The insured/contributed units
and persons is calculated at the end of the year/month, while the other data
is calculated for the whole year/month. The exceptions will be commented
on the report.

In this yearbook, the statistics of various insured laborers based on the Labor
Insurance Act and the Labor Occupational Accident Insurance and
Protection Act. The statistics of industry based on the Statistical
Classification of Industry (Rev.11) published by DGBAS Executive Yuan from
January 2021. The statistics of area based on the county/city of address that
insured/contributed units registered, and the exceptions will be commented
on the report.
